Income 

Croft Parish Council9s income is derived mainly from Council Tax collected by ELDC, called the 

Precept and paid to the Parish Council. In 2023-24 there were 308 taxable properties in Croft.  

 

Other sources of of income are also shown below, along with the comparison from 2022-23. 

 

 

The income decreased slightly, mainly due to an overpayment of VAT in 2022-23 from HMRC. The 

allotments have a tenant and a small grant was received from District Councillor S Dennis.
